A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF A
PARCEL ALONG MASON-MORROW MILLGROVE ROAD (ODOT PARCEL# 5-
WD, T) NECESSARY FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE STATE ROUTE
48/MASON-MORROW-MILLGROVE ROAD PROJECT, AND DECLARING AN
EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, the purchase of a parcel (Parcel# 5-WD,T) along-Morrow-
Millgrove Road, South Lebanon, O 45065 (“the Property”) is necessary for the
construction of the State Route 48/Mason-Morrow-Millgrove Road Intersection
Improvements Project; and,

WHEREAS, the Village desires to purchase from TLC Properties, Inc. the
Property pursuant to the terms contained in the Contract for Sale and Purchase of
Real Property, attached hereto as Exhibit A; and,

WHEREAS, immediate action is required for the Village to purchase the Property
to complete the State Route 48/Mason-Morrow-Millgrove Road Intersection
Improvements Project in a timely manner.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Village of South
Lebanon, Ohio, at least two-thirds of all members elected thereto concurring:

Section 1. That the Council approves and authorizes the Mayor to execute
the Contract for Sale and Purchase of Real Property, attached hereto as Exhibit A,
and any other documents to consummate the purchase of the Property.

Section 2. Approving the consideration in the amount of $9,350.00 as
recited in the attached Exhibit A.

Section 3. Authorizing the Fiscal Officer to pay the applicable costs to
consummate the purchase of the Property.

Section 4. That the Council is acting in its administrative capacity in
adopting this Resolution.



Section 5. That the recitals contained within the Whereas Clauses set forth

above are incorporated by reference herein.

Section 6. That this Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency
measure in accordance with Ohio Rev. Code § 731.30 for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, safety and general welfare.

Section 7. That it is found and determined that all formal actions of the
Council concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were passed in

an open meeting of Council in compliance with all legal requirements, including
Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

Froperties, Ing., 2 Louvisiana Corporation [*Seller”; “Seller” includes all of the foregoing nained persons
or ertities]. Purchaser and Seller are referred to collectively in this Agreement as “Parties.”

In consideration of the mutual promises, agreements and covenents herein contained the Parties
contract as follows:
1. Price and Consideration

_ Purchaser shall pay to Seller the sum of $9,350.00 which sum shall constitute the entire amount

of compensation due Seller for: {a) the real propertty to be conveyed, fncluding all fixtures; (b) any and &1l

Seller shall be exclusively responsible for all delingquent taxes and assessments, Including
penalties and interest, and for all other real estaie {axes and assessments that are 2 ten as of the date on
which this Agreeiment closes. The taxes and assessments for the current calendar veer shall be prorated
on an. estimated basis to the date of acquisition of Htle or date of possession, whichever is earlier in time.
Seller shall be responsible for any and all future instaliments of any special assessments levied and
asseased against the real property, whether or not any such special assessment has been certified to the
county auditor for eollection, provided that such instzllments of special assessments shall be a len on the
subject real property as of the date of transfer of title, Purchaser may withold in escrow a sufficient
amowrat of the purchase money to satisfy the foregoing items to be paid by Seller; any balance remaining
after such {faxes, assessments, ete., are discharged shall be paid to Seller and any deficiency shell be the

responsibility of Seller.

2. Estate Sold and Deed to Transfer

Seller, upon fulfillment of &il the obligations and terms of this Agreerent, shall sell and convey
to Purchaser, ifs successors and assigns, the property which is more particularly described in Exhibit A
attached hereto and by this reference incorporated herein, togsther with all improvementis now located
thereon and all fixtures of every nature now atiached to or used with said land end improvements
including, bot nor Hmited to, driveways, signs. uiility fixtures, shrubbery and trees.

In the event the rights, titles, and estates described in
Exhibit A constitute something Jess than the foe simple of the real property, then such sale and
conveyance by Seller shall be by a good and sufficient desd or other instrument regulerty and ordinarily
used to transfer such lesser rights, titles and estates with, if applicable, full release of dower,

3, Limited Access Parcels - Walver of Abutfers’ Rights

If the property described in Fxhibit A is designated by Purchaser as 2 limited sccess parcel, then
Seller further agrees to release to Purchaser, its suceessors and assigns, eny and all abutters’ rights,
including access rights, eppurtenant to any remaining lands of Seller (from which the property described

in Exhibil A is being severed) in, over, on, from and to the property described in Bxhibit A.

4, Supplemental Instraments

Seller agrees to execute any and all supplemental instruments or docurnents necessary to vest
Purchaser with the rights, titles and interests deseribad in Exhibit A.
5, Warranty of Title

Seller shall, and hereby does, warrant that the property described in Exhibit A is free and clear
from all liens and encurnbrances whatsoever, except: (£) easements, restrictions, conditions and covenanty
of record; (b) all legal highways; (¢) zoning and building Jaws, ordinances, rules and regulations; and (d)
suy and all taxes end assessments ot yvet due and payabie,
6. Eliminstion of Others’ Tnteresis

Seller shall assist, in whatever manner reasonably possible under the circumstances, to procure
and deliver to Purcheser releases and cancellations of any and all other righs, tithes and interests in the

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7. No Change in Charncter of Property
