WHEREAS, the Director of Finance recommends that the donation be deposited into the
City’s Special Revenue Park Fund and earmarked for park improvements to the South Lebanon
park known as Oeder Park; and

WHEREAS, immediate action is required to expedite the acceptance of the donation,
and such action is necessary in order to preserve the public peace, health, safety, or welfare of
the City.

Be it RESOLVED by a majority of the Council of the City of South Lebanon, Ohio, as
follows:

Section 1. City Council approves and authorizes the Mayor to execute the
memorandum of understanding attached hereto.

Section 2. The recitals contained in the Whereas clauses set forth above are
incorporated by reference herein.

Section 3. All formal actions of City Council regarding this Resolution were adopted
in an open meeting of City Council in compliance with all legal requirements, including, but not
limited to, Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

Section 4. This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure in
accordance with Section 731.30 of the Ohio Revise Code for the immediate preservation of the
public peace, health, safety, and general welfare; and, this Resolution shall be in full force and

effective immediately upon its passage.
